Seed germination

Germination is where the 

seed starts to develop into a 

plant. To germinate, seeds 

need water and the right 

temperature.

To grow, plants need water, light and 

the right temperature. As they grow, 

their stem gets longer and wider. They 

develop more leaves.

Plant growth

The embryo is a very small 

plant, which has a small 

shoot, root and leaves.

The seed coat is a 

protective, tough layer.

The endosperm contains 

all the food the seed needs.
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
