What are we learning about?

o Say one number for each item in order 1,2,3,4,5

o Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many
there are in total

Linking numerals and amounts

o Showing the right number of objects to match the numeral to 4

o Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals.
Position and Direction

o Describe a familiar route

o Discuss routes and locations, using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’
Pattern

° Extend and create ABAB patterns — car, frain, car, frains

Shape

. Talk about and explore 3D shapes

Physical Development

This half term we will

. Continue to develop their movements, balancing, riding (scooters, bikes and trikes)
and ball skills
Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors
Show a preference for a dominant hand.
